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Transfer Credit
Up to two graduate course credits (or six semester hours) may be transferred from other accredited institutions to count toward a degree
from the Sewanee School of Letters. Each course must be approved for transfer by the Director, preferably before the work is done.
Transfer course credits cannot have been counted towards any other degree, whether taken at Sewanee or another institution, and must
be of a grade of B or better. Graduate credits, whether they are earned at Sewanee or transferred from another institution, cannot count
toward a degree after ten years have elapsed.
